The MO Date must be dated prior to the IPAC Billing Date.  

The FFIS Document Number will identify the obligation document.  The number is composed of three parts:  fiscal year, FTSP identifier, and the FTSP account number.  

The FTSP Document Number must use the following format.

The first position will always be the last digit of the fiscal year.  The next four positions of the FTSP document number will always be ‘FTEL’.  The last six positions of the FTSP document number will always be the FTSP customer account number.

The Transaction Code must be ‘MO’.

The Transaction Type must be ‘01’.

The FFIS Vendor Code must be ‘47000016FO B’.

The FFIS Line Number must be ‘001’

The MO Date must be dated prior to the IPAC Billing Date.  

The FFIS Document Number will identify the obligation document.  The number is composed of four parts:  fiscal year, MPOL identifier, Billed Office Address Code (BOAC), account suffix (Fed Code).  

The MPOL Document Number must use the following format.

The first position will always be the last digit of the fiscal year.  The next two positions of the MPOL document number will always be ‘MP’.  The next six positions of the MPOL document number will always be the MPOL account number (BOAC).  The last two positions of the MPOL document number will be the Fed Code suffix associated with the BOAC, if any.  These two positions are optional and allow agencies to establish multiple MPOL accounts at a single BOAC location.  
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
