	Foundation Financial Information System Master Treasury Symbol Prefix/Suffix, Guest Treasury Symbol, and Treasury Symbol Reference Tables


Purpose

The purpose of this bulletin is to inform agencies that the Office of the Chief Financial Officer, Controller Operations Division (COD) will now control and coordinate modifications to the Master Treasury Symbol Prefix/Suffix Reference Table (MTPS), Guest Treasury Symbol Reference Table (GTSM), and the Treasury Symbol Reference Table (TYSM) for those agencies whose cash is reconciled by COD.  The Cash Reconciliation Branch (CRB) will perform the analysis, and the Accounting Processing and Reconciliation Branch (APRB) will update the tables.

Background

The MTPS, TYSM, and GTSM contain data that is critical to the accurate processing and reporting of data on the Statement of Transactions (FMS-224) and the financial statements.  It is essential that these tables be updated correctly in order to produce accurate FMS‑224’s and financial statements.

policy

The MTPS, TSYM, and GTSM are agency-specific tables that will be centrally controlled and updated by COD to ensure accuracy and consistency in reporting for all agencies.  Agency security officers will ensure agency personnel do not have authority to update these tables.

responsibilities

COD is responsible for the update and/or fiscal year end roll of MTPS, TSYM, and GTSM.  

Agencies are responsible for notifying CRB of any required additions, deletions, or modifications to the MTPS, TYSM, or GTSM.  

Procedures

The notifications for TYSM and GTSM should include the agency code and Treasury symbol to be added, deleted or modified. CRB will verify that any new Treasury symbol requests are in the Treasury Federal Account Symbols and Titles (FAST) Book or contact Treasury to ensure the symbol is valid in Financial Management Systems Integrated Accounting System (STAR) before a Treasury symbol is added to TSYM.  Once the agency acquires a new Treasury symbol that requires a prefix or suffix, CRB will work with the agency to ensure that the correct data elements are updated on MTPS for accurate reporting.
